Respirator, FFP3, Valved, 1873V+ at your trust between 1st February 2020 and 30th 
April 2020. 
 
5) The sex breakdown of all those who failed their fit test for a Disposable Healthcare 
Respirator, FFP3, Type IIR, 1863+ at your trust between 1st February 2020 and 30th
