We do not use any triage tools or protocols for ICU and have not done at any time in the past.
Every patient referred to ICU is assessed on an individual basis. This will consider the reversibility
of the condition they present with, whether organ support is required, the patients physiological
reserve to tolerate organ support and the likelihood of recovery to a base that would be acceptable
to that patient given the burden of treatment that ICU therapies can impose.
